Finger Painting Lesson
At the end of this lesson children ages 3-21 will be able to paint with pudding.  This activity allows children to use their olfactory, Gustafson and tactile senses.  The teacher should expect to observe children verbalizing the experiences of the above senses.  Teachers should encourage students to write letters in the pudding, print their name, and draw shapes in the pudding.  This activity also encourages beginning reading, writing and math skills. 

State Standards:

Key Experiences:

Materials:  table, milk, vanilla instant pudding, bowl, spoon, refrigerator, timer, plastic tape, paper towels, sink for hand washing nearby, smocks for children.

Vocabulary:  olfactory, Gustafson, tactile 

Procedure:  

1. Prepare instant pudding as directed on box

2. Use plastic tape to define workspace for each child at table prior to having children come to the table.

3. Safety rules prior to placing a table spoon of pudding on table in the middle of defined space.

4. Encourage children to use fingers and both hands to move pudding around defined space.

5. Encourage letter printing, number writing, name printing in pudding.
6. Allow children to taste pudding on hands only if proper hand washing and table sanitizing has happened just prior to lesson.

Questions to ask while pudding painting:

1. Have you ever painted with pudding before?

2. What flavor do you think this pudding is?

3. Can you draw a letter in the pudding for me?

Assessment 

Teacher will observe the children during the lesson for comprehension of use of the senses.  She/he will ask questions such as 

1. How does it feel?

2. What are you using to feel the pudding?

3. How does it smell?

4. What do you use to smell it with?

5. How does it taste?

6. What do you use to taste it?
