Chemical Reaction: The way the different solutions react to each other.

Variables:  Using different amounts or different materials to change the outcome.

Polymers:  very long chains of repeating molecules.  These links on to other molecules.  
Some polymers are glue and liquid starch.

Cross-linked Polymers:  all of the long chains hooked together to form a blob.  Our cross-linking polymer is Borax.

Chemical Bonds:  Different kinds of links.  Some are:  sticky, gooey and strong.

Hydrogen Bonding:  the water linking on to the chains of molecules.

Vehicle:  A liquid that pigments are added to paint.  We are using glue.

Pigment:  the color added to a liquid to make paints.  We are using chalk.

Suspension:  solids held together in a liquid.
