Core Knowledge 5.2: The Dynamics, Roles, and Relationships among Families, Communities, and Early Childhood Professionals
Level 1 Standard: The Student will demonstrate knowledge of how significant groups can contribute to the well-being of the family and to the achievement of specific goals through partnerships and collaborative efforts.

Rationale:  Children benefit the most when the significant adults in their lives work together to give them the support and guidance they need to grow and develop.  Trust is nurtured more easily when children perceive themselves to be closely linked with adults.

Assessment

A) Compile a resource file of pamphlets that are or could be relevant to your work with families, and which might be distributed to them individually or in groups.  Include 8-10 informational pamphlets that address such topics as families as the first teachers, caring for children with special needs, the impact of the early care setting on the family or a current related need for information in your setting.  Contact NAEYC, NEA, and local resources to obtain these pamphlets.
B) Attend a community meeting on an issue that impacts the lives of those with whom you work or an early childhood program.  If possible, obtain 5-7 handouts to share with your classmates.  Alternatively, create a brief letter or summary chart to post or distribute.  Include the handouts, letter, or chart in your portfolio, along with a written summarization of your project.
C) Compile a list of 8-10 suggestions or strategies for encouraging or enhancing positive relationships among children in a group.  Post these suggestions in your classroom.
