Vocabulary: Types of Child Care
1. Family Home Child Care:  Licensed care is done out of a person’s home usually for children that are not related to the care giver.  Home is licensed for 6 full time children and 2 before and after school children.

2. Licensed preschool:  A half day program which is licensed by the state.  It usually receives it’s funding through federal and state dollars.

3. Child Care Center:  Licensed care is done in a building outside of the home.  The center is open from 6am.-6pm.  Children attend because their parents are at work.

4. Playground safety:  Direct adult supervision is observed at all times.  Equipment meets state requirements.

5. Professional:  A person who conducts themselves with respect and authority about a certain job.  The person dresses in a way to demand respect.  Usually in childcare the person has some formal training with regard to child development.

6. Head Start:  A federally funded program whose curriculum emphasis is on health and nutrition and family along with standard early childhood.

7. Montessori:  A curriculum based on Maria Montessori’s philosophy. 

8. Special Needs:  Unique needs of a preschool learner which require attention and detail when planning and implementing curriculum.

9. Early Childhood:  The ages of a child from birth to 8 years old.

10. Assessment:  A way testing a child to see if they learned what the curriculum required.
