A strategy that requires that a teacher be a good observer of children.  Redirection involves anticipating problems and interventions before they occur.

The ability to maintain a standard or repeat a task the same way every time it is done.

The act of guiding a child to do what is behaviorally expected in the classroom.

A strategy in which a person is given two different ways to do something and they can choose what they want to do.

Training that corrects or molds the thoughts or moral character of a person.

Guidance strategy used to help children self-regulate.  The rule goes like this: Ask yourself how you feel.  Take 3 slow deep breaths.  Count to 5 slowly.  Say “calm down” to yourself.  Talk to an adult.
